Learners will identify their project by the end of the first year so that if ethical
and administrative approvals are required there will be plenty of time to complete the project by
the end of the program.

April 15" - Approval of proposal.

May 30" - Preliminary report verbal or short note to instructors of progress to date.
August 31% - Course completed with any revisions required to final portfolio submitted.

A doctorate in education or relevant field with at least two years of post-doctoral experience
relevant to the field of instruction.
